Bufflehead – Lesson 1
Put on centre line for both top/bottom and sides.
Create a waterline 22 mm. from the bottom of the bird.
On the top draw the side pockets going down the side and including the tertials.  Draw on the cape behind the head. (See Figure 1 for the effect on the pattern and Figure 2 for the effect on the blank.)
Create a dotted line half way between the edge of the side pocket and the centre line ion both sides of the bird. (See Figure 3.)
Draw an egg-shaped oval on the bottom. The side of the oval is 17 mm in from the edge. (See Figure 4.)
Use your tool of choice to round the side of the bird. Moving down from dotted line on the top to the centre line on the side, round the bird on both sides. Notice the section that has been drawn on for the head and the cape. (See Figure 5.) Use this example to see how far forward and how far back you should round.
Use the tool of your choice to round from the water line to the edge of the egg-shaped oval on the bottom. (See Figure 6.)
