Lesson 15 Painting2

Graham noted that he was unhappy with the “dullness” of the black basecoat done last week. He has since put a very thin was of ivory black over all the black areas on the back and head.
Ivory Black is a Liquitex colour. I bought a 2 fl. Oz.(US) or 59 ml at Curry’s for 4.95 plus tax. If I had brought my membership badge I would have gotten a 10% discount.

Tonight Graham worked on the tail.

He made a mixture of Titanium White 95% and Raw Umber 5% for the outer edges of each feather. This created a grayish-white and he used it in a VERY THIN wash.
He started on the outside edge and painted a 1mm. thin/thick line at the edge of every feather. 
He did the same thing on the underside.

He made a darker value of the same colour using Titanium White 75% and Raw Umber 25%. He will use this on the outside edge of every feather. He used an airbrush for this. Painters using a brush MUST make sure to use a very thin wash and NOT apply a thick coat.
He used Titanium White 90% and Raw Umber 10% to do the inside half of each feather.

He used Titanium White 10% and Raw Umber 90% for each quill. You could mix a matte varnish in with this to give a more realistic effect.

He used Titanium White 10% and Raw Umber 80% and Carbon Black 10% for the splits.
To highlight the splits he used Titanium White 75% and Raw Umber 25% on the upper or top side of the split.

When all had dried he put a WASH of Titanium White 75% and Raw Umber 25% to pull it all together. Again avoid thick coats. This is very watery!!

“It is all about layers.” and “The more layers you put on, the more realistic the look.” These are two ideas he reiterated.

For the upper and lower coverts he used the air brush and a thin mixture of Carbon Black on the bases of each individual feather. If you are using a brush use 95% Carbon Black and 5% Titanium White in a very thin wash on the bases of each feather.
He then used a brush and a mixture of Titanium White 95% and Raw Umber 5% to do the upper half of each feather. The rows of feathers closest to the tail have darker quills using Titanium White 10% and Raw Umber 80% and Carbon Black 10%.

On the rump he used the air brush and RAW UMBER to do the bases of each individual feather. If you are using a brush add 5% Titanium White and use a VERY THIN WASH. He then used a brush and a mixture of Titanium White 95% and Raw Umber 5% to do the upper half of each feather.
