Lesson 2

Draw on the side pockets. Figure 1 gives you a good view of the top and Figure 2 gives you a good view of the side. Make sure to draw on the upper tail coverts and the primaries.

Figure 3 shows the bit that Graham uses for the whole process. Figure 4 shows the side pockets and the line on the top for the scapulars. The diagonal line shows the wood that you are going to remove. Start where the arrow shows and remove wood all along the line for the side pocket. In truth you are creating a ledge that will be about 14 mm wide.

Figure 5 shows the finished product. Notice that the scapulars have been rounded down to the side pocket top and that the side pockets are rounded down to the water line.
Figure 6 shows you a slightly different view to see the rounding down. Notice that a “trough” has been cut in around the edge of the cape. It is about 7 mm. wide and 3 mm. deep.

The next part involves working on the tail. You have already drawn on the upper tail coverts. The lower coverts are longer than the top. The tip is 20 mm from the end of the bird. The coverts are about 70 mm. long and at the point where they meet the “cut line” for the base. At this point they are 68 mm. wide (the same as the top covert.

Figure 7 shows the area from the upper covert down the top of the tail. Wood is removed and you get the rounded down look of Figure 8.

Figure 9 shows the lower tail coverts rounded down so that the tail is now revealed. You will be safe if the tail is 25 mm wide. At is 80 mm. from the end of the bird with both upper and lower coverts rounded to it.
