Lesson 3

Working with the Head

Draw on the centre line. Make sure to go all the way around.
Put on preliminary lines for beak (10 mm each side of centre) and head (20 mm each side of centre). See Figure 1.
On the rear of the head draw the elongated oval that you see in Figure 1a.

On the bottom of the head draw the oval that you see in Figure 2. Start 7mm in from each side.

Draw on the lines for the colour changes that occur on the head. The line at the top starts about 29 mm. from the centre of the eye. Note the way it touches the back of the eye and goes out to the natural curve of the blank. Note also that line continues on the bottom.
The cheek line is not on the pattern. It starts below the eye (about 50 mm from the bottom) and moves toward the back and curves down to intersect the “colour change line”. This occurs about 19 mm from the back edge of the blank. See figure 3.

Take wood out at the bill. Start where the cheek line would meet the front of the blank. Figure 5 will give you the proper way to cut the wood.

Remove wood from the top of the cheek line towards the top stopping at the edge of the line drawn on the top of the blank. The cut will produce a “ledge”. Again, see Figure 5 for the result. Note how this cut matches up with the wood removed from the beak area.

Remove wood from the bottom “colour change line” to the edge of the oval drawn on the bottom of the blank. See Figure 6a

Measure 20 mm. from the back of the eye and draw a perpendicular line. Remove the wood forward of this line. Figures 6 and 6a will show what the finished product should look like.
