Lesson 4

This lesson continues the work on the head. 

The head was rounded off forward of the line that was drawn 20 mm. behind the eye. Now the head will be rounded off from that line to the back
At the back of the head a shape was drawn (see Figure 1). At its widest the shape is 30 mm. from the centre line on each side. Round the hear back to the is line. See Figure 2.

From now on ALWAYS CHECK the measurements on the pattern before removing wood.

From the point furthest at the back (see Figure 3) measure forward 10.5 cm.(105 mm). Draw a line across the top of the beak to mark this spot. See Figure 4. You can remove wood forward from this line.

From the pattern cut out the bill, both side and top views.
Apply the cut out to the top view and draw around it. Make special note of the “v”. Be care when you apply the cut out as you can get a distortion when you lay the pattern on the wood. The tip of the “v” is 28 mm. from the edge of the bill. Graham showed the way he was taught to get the measurements right. He put the edge of the bill against the side of  his Ram Carver (to get a 90 degree angle and measured back 28 mm to get the tip of the “v”. See Figure 5.
Apply the side view and draw around. Do both sides. The tip of the upper mandible is 16 mm from the centre of the eye.
Figure 6 shows the top view. Figure 7 shows the side view.

The underside of the bill also has a “v”. The tip of the “v” is 25 mm from the edge of the bill. The width of the “v” at the open end is 18 mm (9 mm each side of the centre line. The “v” is 9mm from the tip to the open end.

You should be able to downsize your tool going from the Foredom to a micro motor.

The aim is to “square up” the bill and inch it down to the correct size. See Figures 8 and 9 to get the idea of what you should do. It is easier to show the picture than to describe the method. Figure 10 shows the underside cut away.
Start on the bottom and follow the “v” to the bottom lines of the side view. Do the same for the top and the sides.
